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This works pretty much like the TV show. This classroom version doesn’t use any buzzers, just paper and the board. I have several categories that I can choose from, depending on the class. I put the categories on the board, then write #’s 100-500, or 1-5 under each category, and have easy-hard questions ready for each one. I split the class into groups, and have them sit together in a ‘table’, then take turns picking a question. You can either read it to them, or write it on the board. If they can’t get it in 30 seconds (or 1 minute, whatever), other teams have a chance to steal. You might want to have one student be a scorekeeper- they can also be in charge of erasing the point values after they are chosen.

A few Jeopardy category ideas:

Plug it in, plug it in! (evaluating expressions)

More or Less . . . (inequalities)

Order in the Court! (order of operations)

Birds of a Feather (combining like terms)

Solve for X (this one’s not too creative, I know)

Algebra 2:

The MATRIX (matrices)

Working within the System (systems of equations)

Life is just a (para)bola cherries (quadratics/parabolas)

It was just my imagination (imaginary numbers)

Geometry:

Get to the point! (geometry basics)

Turn up the Volume! (volume)

Running in Circles (circles)

Getting into Shape (polygons)

Use the Clues (proofs, theorems)

Whose Line is it Anyway? (parallel lines/transversal angles)

If at First You Don’t Succeed, Tri, Tri(angle) Again (triangles)

Trig or Treat! (right triangle trig)
