First Quarter
Your portfolio should include the following:

· Table of Contents

· Most difficult assignment with reflective paragraph

· Best Test or Quiz with reflective paragraph

· Sample of Algebra used in real life with complete explanation (can use photos, graphs, magazines, quest speakers, etc.


Your reflective paragraph MUST include the following:

1. What did you learn? Be specific and give examples from your choice.

2. How did you learn it? Be specific in you explanation about your choice.

3. How do you know you learned it? Be specific and give examples on how you know that you have learned this concept.

Other Possibilities:

1) Recreational Facility 

· Design a recreational facility demonstrating different slopes, for example; a roller coaster, skate park, motocross track or car race track

· You will draw the facility from two different views…1 view will be on graph paper (front view). The second view will be a cross section of the facility on graph paper.

· You will have a minimum of 3 different slope measurements.

· Your work will be colored, labeled and have a key.

· You will write a reflective paragraph on this experience, what you learned, how you learned it, how do you know you learned it.
