Polygon Project – Due Monday February 23rd, 2004
Now that we have read The Dot & the Line and The Greedy Triangle, you will create one of the following projects involving polygons. You must include at least 3 specific geometric properties of your polygons in your project. The project must be colorful, creative, and have a cover page (or credits if doing a video).

Project Options:
1. Story Book – (1 or 2 people) Create an illustrated 6-10 page story about two or more polygons. 

2. Comic Book- (1 or 2 people) Create a comic book, or series of comic strips about two or more polygons. The book should be at least 6 pages long (not including the cover page).

3. Love Letters- (1 or 2 people) Using the characters from The Dot & the Line, write at least 6 pages of love letters from one character to another. The letters may include several different combinations of characters, such as from the line to the dot, from the dot to the squiggle, etc. The letters should be decorated, placed in envelopes, and show effort and creativity. The cover page can be attached to the envelopes or turned in separately and should include your name and project title. 

4.  Video- (1 -4 people) Create a TV show (sitcom, soap opera, etc.) with polygon characters. The video should be about 10 minutes long and include a title at the beginning and credits at the end. You will need to bring a VHS tape for me to view, along with your script.
