Version 1:

For this class enlargement project, ask students to bring in pictures they like from coloring books, the internet etc. Select one and.make any necessary alterations. Then make an overhead transparency of the picture. Then place graph paper behind the transparency and make another copy.  Label the graph paper copy like a map. Then make several copies for the groups. Divide the picture into sections, assigning a section to each group. 

Now give the students large graph paper to work on. You can purchase a large easel pad with large graph paper for this purpose. You may have to draw the grid lines on the easel pad.
