I.  Tips in Restaurants

II.  A Percent Question:
Your family (three children) went shopping for school clothes. There was a 20% discount on all items purchased. However you also need to pay 7% sales tax. Which would be better to calculate first, the discount or the tax? Or does it matter? Explain your thinking. 

III.  Percentage Stories 
Write a percentage story. Use your newspaper in order to access information about discounts. Your story must involve the use of percentages in order to solve and must end in a question. 

For example:  
1) How much sales tax at 6.25 % would you pay on the Panasonic CD boom-box advertised? 

2) Pick a clothing outfit (not socks or underwear). List the items, prices, and discounts. Compute the cost including a 6.25% sales tax.

3) You have a coupon for .70 cents off the price of a Cheeseburger combo which costs$4.95. What is the percent of discount?
