Solving Equations Game
Materials: 26 index cards, 4 different colored markers

Preparing the cards: 

· Cut the index cards in half—makes 52 cards. 

· Divide the 52 cards into sets of 4 cards. 

· Begin with the first set of 4 cards. Mark the four cards with the different colored markers. Then write a different equation on each card using the matching marker. The solution for each equation on the first set of four cards should be 1.

· Continue to write equations on each set of four cards. The solutions should be 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 0, -1, -2, -3, -4, -5. 

· The remaining four cards can be marked as “wild.”

Directions for playing the game:

· Play the game the same was as the card game Uno. Shuffle the cards and deal 5 cards to each person. Place the remaining cards facedown in a pile. Turn the top card faceup.

· The first player plays a card with the same color or solution as the face-up card. Wild cards can be played any time. If the player can’t play a card, he or she takes a card from the pile and plays it (if it works)—otherwise, the player keeps the card. The play is to the next person.

· The first person to play all cards is the winner.
