     If A.T. wants to pay as little as possible in layer fees, which plan should he choose?  Explain why he would choose that plan?

2.  A.T. Wolf was ordered by the judge to pay $27 in damages to the Pig family for the two houses that he blew down.  What combinations of $1, $5, $10, and $20 bills can he use to pay the damages?  Explain how you arrived at these answers.

3.  Remember Little Bo Peep who lost her sheep?  Well, once A.T. Wolf was arrested at the Third Little Pig’s house, he confessed to taking some of Bo Peep’s sheep.  His confession read as follows.  “Of the sheep I took from Bo Peep.  I hid half of them at the Old Mill Pond barn.  Then I hid half the remaining sheep at my friend B. J.’s house.  One third of the remaining sheep I put in granny’s storm cellar and the two sheep I had left I served for dinner when my girlfriend came over.” How many sheep did A.T. take from Bo Peep?  Explain your answer.

4.  While the police had A.T. Wolf in custody, they accused him of several crimes: (1) terrorizing Little Read Riding Hood and her grandmother, (2) stealing all the food from Old Mother Hubbard’s cupboard, (3) knocking Humpty Dumpty off the wall, and (4) giving Little Boy Blue a sleeping potion.  Well, A.T. adamantly objected to the accusations of the police.  As proof of his innocence, A.T. gave police the following clues about the crimes and four of the suspects--M.K. Wolf, B.B. Wolf, H.D. Wolf, and G.Y. Wolf--each of whom was guilty of committing exactly one of the crimes.


CLUES:


a.  M.K. Wolf and G.Y. Wolf were on an all-day canoe trip the day Little Boy Blue fell asleep under the haystack.


b.  G.Y.’s family is friends with the Hoods and Hubbards.


c.  B.B. did not give Little Boy Blue a sleeping potion of steal from Old Mother Hubbard.
