Stock Market Challenge
 
Objective:
Your outstanding math teachers are giving each of you $20,000.  Your job is to invest the money in the stock market.  
You will then be tracking your investments for the rest of the year.
 
Directions:
      Open Internet Explorer.  
      Go to www.nasdaq.com.
      Go to “Symbol Search” in the box entitled “get up to 10 quotes.”
      When the new window opens up, type in the name of a company and click “Go”.
      Click on the symbol.  This will add the company to your symbol list.
      Continue on until you have 10 companies on your list.
 
You need to choose 7 companies you are familiar with and 3 companies that are unknown to you.  
For the 7 that are familiar with, pick 1 company from each of the following types of industries:
 
1)   Automobile
2)   Food
3)   Clothing
4)   Sneaker
5)   Energy (Gas, Oil, Electric)
6)   Internet
7)  Computer
 
· When 10 are selected, click on “Flash Quotes” and then click on “go.”  This will bring up a page that gives the prices for all 

of the companies you selected. 
· Once you have chosen all of your companies and listed them, open the Student Folder and open the file called “Stock 

Market Challenge.”  
      Type in your name and section in the space provided.
· Now the fun begins!  Enter the number of shares and the spreadsheet will calculate the amount of the purchase and 

how much money you have remaining.  Adjust the # of shares purchased for each stock to spend as much of the money 

as possible.  (No negative number should appear in the amount left column.  It is your decision as to how many shares 

you want of each stock.  However, spend as much of the money as possible.
      Print and save your spreadsheet.  Miss Waldron will be collecting these at the end of class.
