	  Students will use a document analysis worksheet to analyze various paintings from the time period. 

Divide students into cooperative groups and assign them chunks of the document to read and comprehend. Discuss various chunks as a class. 

Assign students an amendment to research. They will create a PowerPoint presentation that they will share with the class – which includes elements such as- what the amendment is, and what it really means for them as citizens of the United States. 


	Students will read parts of the Constitution and indicate what historical documents significant ideas came from. 
Students will write an essay discussing the development of the Constitution- with reference the impact historical documents (Magna Cart etc…) also had.
