	Students will investigate the significant events during America's expansion and the roles people played.

Students will identify key reasons why people move and the traits necessary for survival.

Students will evaluate the roles new immigrants played in culture and economy of this time.

Students will interview family members regarding personal stories of immigration to the United States.


	Students will be able to analyze primary sources and use these to enhance their content knowledge on the subject of early American immigration.
Students will develop questions to ask in order to conduct interviews regarding personal family immigration to the United States.
Students will make connections between primary source early immigrant information and personal interview information.

	 Compare and Contrast the 1858 Immigrant Map with the 1903 Immigrant Statistics. As a class, discuss the findings. Discuss why people choose to immigrate.
View the Emigrant Arrival Video Clip. As students watch, ask them to note clothing, baggage, expressions, scenery, and feelings. Using an index card, students will write two things they observed in the video clip and one question they have about immigration.

In a small group, students will analyze one of the photographs dealing with immigration. After analysis is complete, students will discuss as a class their  observations.

Jigsaw…students will participate in a Jigsaw activity using the Personal Immigrant Narratives.

Students will write questions and  conduct an interview with at least one family member regarding a personal immigration story.


	Students will share the results of their personal interview with the class. What did they learn about their own personal immigration story?
Students will complete a Venn Diagram comparing and contrasting their knowledge of early immigration and their own personal story.

Students will participate in a Civil Dialogue discussing whether they believe people still immigrate to the United States for the same reasons today.
