skills 

The presenter:

• Looks at audience 
• Speaks loudly and 

clearly 
• Does not giggle 
• Speaks with an 

engaging voice

The presenter does 
a good job on at 
least 3 of the 5 
presentation skills.

Organization The presentation: 
• Is presented in a 

logical order 
• The order is 

sustained throughout 
the presentation 

• Has a good 
beginning and 
ending 

• The materials are 
prepared and ready 

The presentation  
has at least three of 
the components for 
good organization

of the components 
for good 
organization 

The presentation 
contains fewer than 
two components 
for good 
organization. 

Content The content of the 
presentation is: 

• Accurate 
• Supports a point of 

view 
• Cites the sources 

used in presentation 

The content of the 
presentation 
contains two or less 
of the necessary 
components.  

The content of the 
presentation 
contains only one 
of the necessary 
components. 

The content of the 
presentation 
contains none of 
the necessary 
components. 

Correct 
language usage 

A rich vocabulary and proper 
word usage and grammar are 
used in the presentation. 

Proper grammar 
and word usage is 
used in the 
presentation. 

There are some 
mistakes with 
grammar and word 
usage in the 
presentation. 

The grammar and 
word usage make 
the presentation 
difficult to follow 
or offensive. 

Notes The presenter (s) used no 
notes 

The presenter (s) 
had notes, but used 
them sparingly.  
They did not detract 
from the 
presentation. 

The presenter (s) 
had notes and used 
them often, 
detracting from 
the presentation. 

The presenter (s) 
read from notes. 

Variety There was an appropriate 
variety of presentation tools 
used to add interest: 

• Visual aids 
• Media/music  
• Fashion show 
• Artifacts 
• Documents 
• Other 

The presenter (s) 
used a variety of 
presentation tools, 
but more or less of 
a variety would 
have been more 
appropriate.
