At Jordan School District we have several students who are allergic to peanuts and tree nuts. To protect our students in elementary schools from possible allergic reactions, it is Nutrition Services practice not to serve peanuts or tree nuts in any form in school meals. In addition, we make an effort to obtain food and products from plants in which peanuts and tree nuts are not processed. Sometimes manufacturers will change processing procedures without letting us know, but we do our best to ensure that plants do not process peanuts or tree nuts.

Be aware that Nutrition Services has no control over what students may bring into the school cafeteria from home. Lunch Managers do make an effort to monitor the cafeteria during lunch time in order to prevent cross contamination and possible reactions. 
If your student is allergic to peanuts or tree nuts, please contact the school lunch manager in order for kitchen personnel to become familiar with your child. In addition, fill out a Diet Prescription for Meals at School form for our records.
